OPENING AND CLOSING TIMES

Doors open 10minutes max before class starts. Closing should be maximum of 15mins after lessons finish. 



VENUE PARKING AND ARRIVAL

Customer parking as per the website map. 

Staff parking on the school site off Banbury road in allocated bays. 



CODES AND ACCESS

Key card 

Entrance door code - 7951

As a back-up, there is a key safe down in the gravel carpark. It's to the left of a black drain pipe that runs alongside the pool plant room doors. The code to the key safe is 1860. The keys inside will get you into the pool via the male & female changing room doors.









VENUE OPENING 

Open entrance with the key card and access code
Ask any swimmers waiting to remain outside while staff check and open up
Turn on pool lighting
Ensure side pool door is closed
Open changing room doors, and ensure lights are on and the rooms are clear of rubbish.
Allow swimmers to enter and change
Place cones/ sign by changing rooms in shallow end direction to prevent parents walking round shallow end of the pool 
Set up pool equipment and prepare for classes


VENUE CLOSING

Clear all swimmers and spectators from poolside and tidy all kit away
OSA kit to be replaced and locked in store cupboard
Check any lost property and that poolside and the water is all clear
Check changing rooms are clear
Once all clear, check for any rubbish (pop any tissues or rubbish in the bin) and turn off the lights and close and lock the doors for both changing rooms.
Remove all possessions from poolside and turn off the lights 
Taking all personal belongings with you, leave via the main side door and secure behind. Door should be checked with one pull to ensure it is closed. 



STAFFING

GEORGINA AND CAITLIN - Monday

CAITLIN AND GEORGIE - Tuesday 

ABI AND CAITLIN - Thursday 

EMILY, CAITLIN AND ROBERT - Saturday 

All staff should be present on poolside with enough time to set up, and support the setting up of lessons. The changing room doors to the outside should only be opened when a minimum of 2 staff are poolside for safety.

When finishing at the end of a session, a minimum of 2 staff should be present until all customers are out of the building and the changing room doors to outside are locked. 





MINIMUM STAFFING REQUIRED 

2 teachers required minimum at the venue at all times



TEACHING KIT AND ITEMS TO BE BROUGHT TO THE VENUE

All kit provided by the venue, extra items in the store cupboard for use provision by OSA - code to the cupboard 1961 (push button on the bottom). These should be returned and locked away after use

All staff should have a whistle on them/poolside available for use during lessons. 



FIRST AID

All first aid provided by venue, first aid box and emergency evacuation bag located at shallow end of pool on wall by spectator side 


BADGES

Badges are brought to the venue for distribution during a session. The badge folder is kept in the cupboard with the teaching kit and should be brought out each session and badges available for collection/handed out before class by teachers. 



EMERGENCY RESPONSIBILITIES 


STEP 1 - COMPLETE RESCUE and EMERGENCY ACTION

Blow whistle to alert team members and shout to staff to clear the pool and get swimmers to sit poolside
Pool supervisor or one teacher to ensure all swimmers wait on poolside whilst the situation is assessed. Minor cramp etc lessons can resume as normal providing all teachers are able to provide correct supervision.
Other staff member to assist with rescue or clearing the pool



STEP 2 - ASSESS FOR FURTHER EMERGENCY CARE 

Once rescue completed, casualty should be assessed by the rescuer. If not breathing or serious medical condition suspected, rescuer to begin CPR or treat as appropriate, one to call 999 and one to assist the casualty and rescuer./clearing the pool. Pool alarm should be pressed to summon other school support staff where possible (only in a serious life threatening CPR or heart attack situation)
After 999 call, this same staff member who called should allocate someone to dress quickly and go to meet the ambulance in the car park and bring them through to the pool. Abi should be called immediately to attend at the venue on the above number, and then the Pool Duty Manager on site should then be called for support using the above number
Once 999 are called, and someone has gone to meet them, this staff member should return to assist where required. Swimmers should be told to go home and will be contacted by the office. Shower doors should then be locked to prevent swimmers returning to poolside in the event of a serious CPR/Life threatening emergency. 
CPR support and First Aid should be provided as per rescue training 



STEP 3 - AFTER RESCUE CARE OR LESSON PROVISION 

If the situation is minor (cramp for example) provide correct supervision is in place and teacher is able, lessons should return to normal and swimmers can re enter the pool
In the event of a major first aid situation, lessons will all be finished and swimmers sent home as above. Emergency care should then arrive to take over.



FIRE ASSEMBLY POINT - AND ALARMS

In the event of a fire, the building should be evacuated by using whistles to clear the pool and then emergency blankets handed out to swimmers. Exit via the nearest fire exit (pool side door) and walk round to the fires assembly point (grass lawn) – head out of the pool side door, turn right and walk through gate, walk straight ahead to grass lawn. If this is too dangerous due to fire to pass through then the fire point in the car park should be used instead.
